The problem was that yes-
terday was the Hindu festival of Holi where they throw colored 
water and powder on you.  Somehow we got through all the 
young boys and children who wanted to decorate us.  
     Our students are amazing. They are evangelists in their 
villages-have remarkable stories. 
It is such an inspiration to be with them.  The local pastor is a 
very dedicated Christian.  We are spending the money the 
church gave us in very remarkable ways. 
     Yesterday I had the honor of being the first foreigner to 
preach in the Ithari SDA church. It is very simple but beauti-
ful.
