One example is the story of the five daughters of Zelo-
phehad- Mahlah, Noa, Hoglah, Milcah and Tirzah. They 
came to Moses with a concern on how the Promised Land 
was to be divided in relation to their family. Referenced in 
Numbers 27:1-11, these young women stood fearless and 
firm and as result reformed the culture of their day. Be-
cause they spoke up they reversed precedent and claimed 
possession of their father’s inheritance. The case of the 
daughters of Zelophehad expanded the legal rights of 
women. Due to this ruling, women were included in the 
list of eligible heirs of property.

[I’m going to share a remarkable story I read recently, written by Melony Coleman, the wife of a pastor in southern Oregon.] 
 My husband is a pastor in the US state of Oregon and it was opening night of our evangelistic series, “Revelation of 
Hope.” I have been encouraging more prayer in our church, so I decided that I would oversee the prayer room during the series. 
My team consists of mostly homebound elderly friends or people praying from their homes, so I wasn’t sure how much partici-
pation I would have during the meetings. I decided to create a prayer room anyway, hoping that some church members would 
be willing to come in and pray periodically during the meetings. 
 That first Friday night it was just me. I felt alone, but I prayed anyway. Again, Sabbath evening it was just me. I felt a bit 
more discouraged. I put on a beautiful rendition of “The Lord’s Prayer.” While it played, I prayed. “I know that where two or 
three are gathered together in Your name, You are there Lord, but what if it is just me?” I prayed silently. 
 When the song finished, I opened my eyes and the room was full of angels. I started crying as I looked around the room 
in amazement. The angels were tall, as tall as the ceiling, with broad shoulders. They stood shoulder to shoulder with their 
backs to the wall, around the edges of the room. I felt tiny compared to them. They had wings and wore flowing robe-like 
clothes. I was drawn to their faces. They looked like men, very handsome men. Their eyes were so kind and they smiled gentle, 
comforting smiles. Their facial features were defined and they had a warrior-like atmosphere of boldness about them. Their dark 
hair flowed down to their shoulders and they looked almost iridescent. While I couldn’t see through them, I almost could. Their 
forms shone with a yellow white color. I was only able to see them for four or five seconds and then they were gone, but I could-
n’t stop crying for the rest of the evening. 
 I had been so discouraged, wondering if God could work if it was only me in the prayer room. He showed me in a mirac-
ulous way that if one person is praying, it is enough. I feel so unworthy and humbled that He would give me this great gift. I still 
cry often as I think about this sacred experience. 
 I continue to pray in our church prayer room alone, but I am no longer discouraged, for I know the room is full of an-
gels even though I can’t see them. I just had to share! We must never underestimate the power of prayer. Even if just one person 
is praying, that’s enough. God is at work even when we can’t see.

The hummingbird is 
the smallest of all birds. 
It has a long needle-like 
bill which is used 
in sipping nectar from 
flowers. It also feeds 
upon tiny insects and 
spiders found in and 
around these flowers. 

The hummingbirds carry pollen from blossom 
to blossom just as bees do. The hummingbirds 
dainty nest is placed on a branch of a tree or 
shrub. It is made of small 
plants formed into a tiny 
cup and covered with 
moss, bark and fibers, all 
bound together with spi-
der webs. It is less than 
one inch across on the 
inside and holds two tiny 
white eggs. 
Many types of these birds flap their wings 50-80 

times per second. That’s 
actually slow for them! 
When they dive they 
can flap their wings up 
to 200 times per second.
