Our Beliefs in Brief: #12— The Church 
 

The church is God’s family on Earth, serving, celebrating, stud-
ying and worshiping together. Looking to Jesus as its leader and 
Redeemer, the church is called to take the good news of salva-
tion to all.

The church is the body of 
Christ, a community of faith of which Christ Himself is the Head. The church is the bride 
for whom Christ died that He might sanctify and cleanse her.
