Baptism is a symbol 
of our union with Christ, the forgiveness of our sins, and our reception of 
the Holy Spirit. It is by immersion in water and is contingent on an affir-
mation of faith in Jesus and evidence of repentance of sin. It follows in-
struction in the Holy Scriptures and acceptance of their teachings. (Matt. 

28:19, 20; Acts 2:38; 16:30-33; 22:16; Rom. 6:1-6; Gal. 3:27; Col.
